OBJECTIVES AND INVESTMENT POLICY

Investment Objective
The Fund aims to achieve a combination of growth and income by
investing in companies listed on Chinese stock exchanges, which adhere
to the abrdn China A Share Sustainable Equity Investment Approach

Investment Policy
Portfolio Securities
- The Fund invests directly or indirectly (including through QFI, the
Shanghai-Hong Kong Stock Connect programme, participatory notes,
equity linked notes and any other eligible means) at least 90% in shares
of companies whose securities are listed on Chinese Stock Exchanges,
including, without limitation, China A-Shares and B-Shares of companies
listed on the Chinese Stock Exchanges and corresponding H-Shares or
other equivalent securities authorised by the CSRC for purchase by non-
Chinese investors.
- All equity and equity-related securities will follow the Investment
Approach.
- This approach utilises abrdn's equity investment process, which
enables portfolio managers to qualitatively identify and focus
investment in sustainable leaders and improvers. To complement this
research, the abrdn ESG House Score is used to quantitatively identify
and exclude those companies exposed to the highest ESG risks.
Additionally, abrdn apply a set of company exclusions which are related
to the UN Global Compact, Norges Bank Investment Management
(NBIM), Weapons, Tobacco, Gambling, Thermal Coal, Oil & Gas and
Electricity Generation. More detail on this overall process is captured
within the Investment Approach, which is published at www.abrdn.com
under "Fund Centre".
- The Investment Approach reduces the benchmark investable universe
by a minimum of 20%.
- Financial derivative instruments, money-market instruments and cash
may not adhere to this approach.
Management Process
- The Fund is actively managed.
- Through the application of the Investment Approach, the Fund has an
expected minimum of 20% in Sustainable Investments. It also targets an
ESG rating that is equal to or better, and a meaningfully lower carbon
intensity, than the benchmark.
- Sustainable leaders are viewed as companies with the best in class
ESG credentials or products and services which address global
environmental and societal challenges, whilst improvers are typically
companies with average governance, ESG management practices and
