The management company of the SICAV is Threadneedle Management Luxembourg S.A. (the "Management Company") (part of the Columbia

and Threadneedle group of companies).

Objectives and Investment Policy

The Fund aims to increase the value of your investment over the
long term.

The Fund invests at least two-thirds of its assets in shares of
companies worldwide. The Fund can invest in developed and
emerging markets.

The Fund’s “focus” investment approach means it will typically hold
a small number of investments compared with other funds.

The Fund may wuse derivatives (sophisticated investment
instruments linked to the rise and fall of the value of other assets) for
hedging purposes.

The Fund may also invest in asset classes and instruments different
from those stated above.

The Fund is actively managed in reference to the MSCI ACWI Index.
The index is broadly representative of the companies in which the
Fund invests, and provides a suitable target benchmark against
which Fund performance will be measured and evaluated over time.
The Fund promotes environmental and social characteristics by
aiming to compare favourably against the index over rolling 12-
month periods when assessed according to the Columbia
Threadneedle ESG (environmental, social and governance)
Materiality Rating. The index is not designed to specifically consider
environmental or social characteristics. The fund manager has
discretion to select investments with weightings different to the
index, and that are not in the index, and the Fund may display
significant divergence from the index.

The Fund also aims to exclude companies that breach accepted
international standards and principles (e.g. the United Nations
Global Compact) unless the fund manager believes that there are
tangible mitigating factors for the company to be held.

The Fund is categorised as one that promotes environmental or
social characteristics under Article 8 of the EU Regulation
