Objectives and investment policy

The Objective of the investment policy is to achieve long term sustainable capital appreciation. In order to achieve this, the
fund invests globally in equities of domestic as well as foreign issuers. An attractive risk/reward ratio is important in the
composition of the portfolio. In addition, stocks are selected according to the principle of spreading risks (broad portfolio).
This involves selecting a combination of equities that are likely to exhibit low price fluctuation. The focus is not on
maximizing returns in comparison with the broader equity market. Investment decisions in relation to the choice of equities
are based on scientifically sound actuarial analyses. In this context, the selection of individual investments is the
responsibility of the fund management. The currency of the sub-fund is EUR, the currency of the share class is EUR.
Returns and gains are not distributed but are reinvested in the fund. You may request the redemption of shares on each
valuation day. The redemption may only be suspended in exceptional cases taking into account your interests as an
investor.

The calculation of the risk and reward profile is based on simulated data that cannot be used as a reliable indicator for the
future risk profile.
