Objectives and investment policy

Sarasin Sustainable Bond EUR (the “fund”) aims to generate interest
income by investing in debt securities denominated in euros (EUR). In-
vestments are made world-wide, and at least 85% of investments are
made in high-quality debt securities issued by governments, compa-
nies or other organisations. High-quality debt securities are deemed
to be those which have received a rating of at least A or a comparable
credit quality rating from a recognised credit rating agency. The fund
invests in debt securities issued by countries, organisations and
companies that make a contribution to sustainable business. Indi-
vidual issuers can be excluded because of activities running counter

to this (e.g. production of nuclear energy or weapons). The Citigroup
Euro Broad Investment Grade Bond Index serves as a benchmark for
judging the success of the investments. Investments are selected
on a discretionary basis, i.e. no criteria exist other than those men-
tioned above. Units of this fund may be exchanged or redeemed on
any business day. This unit class of the fund distributes income to
investors in October as a general rule.
