1. Objectives and Investment Policy
The objective of this Fund is to achieve reasonable capital growth.
The Fund seeks to achieve this by investing at least 85% of its net
asset value in LGT Sustainable Equity Global Sub-Fund ("the Master
Fund"), a sub-fund of Crown Sigma UCITS plc. The performance of
the Fund will essentially be equal to the Master Fund’s perform-
ance. The Master Fund strategically seeks to achieve this by invest-
ing primarily in a broad range of equity securities and instruments
issued by issuers all over the world. The Master Fund may also in-
vest up to 10% of its assets in fixed income securities all over the
world. Furthermore, this Fund may invest up to 15% in cash and
other liquid assets. The Fund may invest in derivatives (financial in-
struments derived from other securities or assets) for hedging pur-
poses.
