What is this product?

Type

This is an open ended UCITS fund.
Term

There is no maturity date of the fund.
Investment objective

The fund aims to provide income and capital growth by investing in bonds
issued by companies in mainland China, Hong Kong and Macau.

The fund is actively managed and invests at least two-thirds in of its assets
in bonds issued by companies in mainland China, Hong Kong and Macau.
The fund may invest:

- in excess of 50% of its assets in securities that have a below investment
grade credit rating (as measured by Standard & Poor's or any equivalent
grade of other credit rating agencies for rated bonds and implied
Schroders ratings for non-rated bonds);

- up to 20% of its assets in asset-backed securities and mortgage-backed
securities;

- up to 20% of its assets in convertible bonds (including contingent
convertible bonds);

- up to 10% of its assets in open-ended Investment funds; and

- up to 30% in negotiable certificates of deposit.

The fund may invest in mainland China through the Renminbi Qualified
Foreign Institutional Investor ("RQFII") scheme or Regulated Markets
(including the CIBM via Bond Connect).

The investment manager aims to mitigate losses by diversifying the fund's
asset allocation away from areas of the market identified as having a high
risk of material negative return. The fund may also invest up to one-third
of its assets directly or indirectly in other securities (including other asset
classes), countries, regions, industries or currencies, warrants and money
market investments, and hold cash (subject to the restrictions provided in
the prospectus).

The fund may use derivatives, long and short, with the aim of achieving
investment gains, reducing risk or managing the fund more efficiently.
The fund is valued with reference to the net asset value of the underlying
assets.

Benchmark: The fund does not have a target benchmark. The fund's
performance should be compared against the JP Morgan Asian Credit -
China Index. The comparator benchmark is only included for performance
comparison purposes and does not determine how the investment
manager invests the fund's assets. The fund's investment universe is
expected to overlap to a limited extent with the components of the
comparator benchmark. The investment manager invests on a
discretionary basis and there are no restrictions on the extent to which
the fund's portfolio and performance may deviate from the comparator
benchmarks.

Dealing Frequency: You may redeem your investment upon demand. This
fund deals daily.

Distribution Policy: This share class accumulates income received from
the fund's investments, meaning it is kept in the fund and its value is
reflected in the price of the share class.
