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Directors’ Report

The Board of Directors (the “Board”) is pleased to present the Annual Report for STOREBRAND SICAV (the “SICAV™) for the
year ended 31 December 2023.

The Board reviewed and discussed the SICAV’s 2023 accounts with the Management Company, FundRock, and found them
consistent with the accounting documents and information provided to us. As a result, the Board believes the Annual Report and
accounts are fair, balanced, and understandable and provide the necessary information for sharcholders to assess the SICAV’s
financial position, performance, business model and strategy. Hence, there is no evidence that the going concern assumption
made by the Board when preparing the financial statements of the SICAV is inappropriate.

Furthermore, the Board has received and reviewed the Management Company’s formal quarterly reports on its activities and
responsibilities, including the activities of those to whom it has delegated certain functions, mainly the depositary, Northern Trust.
The Board believes these reports adequately document compliance with the internal controls the Board and the Management
Company have established to ensure that the SICAV meets the obligations to shareholders based on the prospectus, articles of
incorporation and all relevant regulations. However, the Management Company must inform the Board without delay if any
material issues arise concerning fund administration or accounting.

Events during 2023

During the financial year, the total net assets of the SICAV increased by EUR 118.4m or 63.4%. The Board reviews the investment
performance every quarter. The Investment Manager’s report contains details of performance and related portfolio activity.

Changes to the Prospectus

During the year, the Prospectus of the SICAV was amended to accommodate the requirements of the Sustainable Finance
Disclosure Regulation (‘SFDR’). Information about the investment approach and ESG-related matters at www.storebrandfunds.

The responsibility of the Board

The Board is responsible for the overall management and control of the SICAV in accordance with its articles of association.
The Board is also responsible for implementing each Sub-Fund’s investment objective and policies and for overseeing the
administration and operation of each Sub-Fund. The Board shall have the broadest powers to act in any circumstances on
behalf of the SICAYV, subject to the powers reserved by law to the sharcholders of the SICAV. The Board has delegated certain
authorities to the Management Company in accordance with the SICAV’s articles of association, the prospectus and applicable
law. The Management Company is responsible, subject to the overall supervision by the Board, for the provision of investment
management services, administrative services and marketing services to the SICAV.

The Board is also responsible for preparing the Annual Report and financial statements in accordance with applicable laws and
regulations.

Given the SICAV’s business scope and nature, the Board does not consider it necessary to have any standing committees.
Therefore, the entire Board addresses all Board-related matters, including audit and remuneration. During 2023, the Board held
four meetings with full attendance. Moreover, the Board signed one Circular Resolution. Circular Resolutions are a mechanism
that allows the Board to pass a resolution without a physical meeting. They are commonly used for non-contentious and routine
resolutions that must be passed between board meetings.

Board Compensation

Compensation of the Board includes remuneration and reimbursement of expenses incurred: directors’ fees are however not paid
to executive directors. Compensation for 2023 can be found in the notes of the Annual Report.

Governance matters

The Board aspires to conduct its business following the highest standards of good corporate governance. The Board has adopted
the ALFI Code of Conduct, adherence to which it reviews on a regular basis. Potential conflicts of interest, if noted, are discussed
at each board meeting. In case a conflict is declared, the declaring director(s) shall refrain from discussion. No conflicts were
declared during the course of 2023.

The Annual General Meeting will be held on 24 April 2024

The Annual General Meeting will address the following matters related to the completed 2023 financial year. Since the Board
proposes no particular business and is unaware of any proposals from shareholders, it believes the meeting will include the
following routine matters only:

» the adoption of financial statements and approval of the allocation of the results;
« the re-election of directors of the Board;

* the approval of the directors’ remuneration;

« the election of the auditor; and

» the discharge of directors’ duties.

Based on its review of the information provided, the Board recommends that shareholders vote to support all Board proposals
on the above matters.

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Investment Manager’s Report

STOREBRAND SICAV

2023 was a year of surprises in global equity markets that fittingly ended with a bang. It began with expectations for a global
recession and rock-bottom investor sentiment but closed with a powerful surge in the final two months that propelled global
stocks 16%' higher and wrong-footed even the most optimistic observers.

Risk appetite recovered strongly from November as falling inflation data spurred hope among investors that interest rates have
peaked, something all but confirmed in December when Jay Powell surprisingly announced that US borrowing costs would fall
in 2024. Record amounts of capital flowed into equities and the ‘everything rally’ saw sharp recoveries in areas of the market
that had previously been ignored like commercial real estate and regional banks as fears of an economic hard landing subsided.

This unlikely Goldilocks scenario helped global equities to close 2023 up 23% and deliver their best calendar year return in
USD since 2019% As has been widely reported, the ‘Magnificent Seven’ did most of the heavy lifting, propelling the US S&P
500 index (of which Alphabet, Amazon, Apple, Meta, Microsoft, Nvidia and Tesla now represent 30%) to new highs while the
Nasdaq 100 index of large tech stocks had its best year since the dotcom bubble burst, rising by more than 50%.

At a sector level, the Mag 7°s dominance helped Technology (+51%) top the charts, followed by Communication Services
(+38%) and Consumer Discretionary (+30%), while more defensive areas such as Energy (+6%), Consumer Staples (+3%) and
Utilities (+1%) struggled to eke out returns as growth (+34%) comfortably beat value (+13%) over the year®.

Their strength also saw developed markets (+24%) outperform emerging ones (+10%) with the latter impeded by China (-13%)
where regulatory uncertainty and a property collapse has eroded investor confidence. Indeed, real estate globally had a tough
year as higher interest rates created funding challenges while falling occupancy levels and sales volumes put downward pressure
on asset values. Renewable energy (-20%) was another laggard, hurt by supply chain issues as well as higher interest rates and
inflation that impacted the natural resources value chain®.

Sustainability in Storebrand

Storebrand sets requirements for the companies we invest in and uses our position as owners to influence the companies for
improvement. We believe that investing in companies that are well positioned to deliver on the UN Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs) can provide better risk-adjusted returns over time. To ensure effective stewardship, we take a three-pronged
approach consisting of engagement, divestment and solutions.

For the period 2021-2023 we have prioritised four topics for engagement: the race to net zero, biodiversity and ecosystems,
resilient supply chains, and corporate sustainability disclosure. In 2023, we were involved in 875 ongoing engagements with 729
counterparties, 80% of which were conducted in collaboration with other shareholders, whereas 20% were carried out alone. Just
over half (51%) related to environmental issues, 33% related to social issues and 16% were linked to governance issues, with
most (25%) conducted in the United States, followed by Japan (9%), Norway (7%) and Sweden (6%).

We voted at 1,999 general meetings of companies based in a total of 61 countries with 26% taking place in the United States. We
voted at 46% of votable meetings, representing 91% of our equity AUM. Out of 52,033 votable proposals, we voted in 27,377
cases (53%). In 90% of cases, we supported management proposals, while we voted against management recommendations in
10% of cases. These concerned, among other things, director election, board diversity and independence, remuneration schemes,
gender pay gaps, reporting and plans related to climate risk, reporting on matters related to human rights, and political lobbying
disclosures.

For STOREBRAND GLOBAL ESG PLUS LUX, 351 of the MSCI World Index’s 1,480 companies were excluded at the end of
2023. 248 dialogues were conducted with companies in the fund over the year with 44% relating to social issues, 38% linked to
environmental issues and 18% on corporate governance issues. In 2023, we voted at 684 (out of 726 votable) general meetings.

For STOREBRAND GLOBAL SOLUTIONS LUX, 655 of the MSCI All Country World Index’s 2,921 companies were excluded
at the end of 2023. 19 dialogues were conducted with companies in the fund over the year with 44% relating to social issues,
42% linked to environmental issues and 15% on corporate governance issues. In 2023, we voted at 69 (out of 74 votable) general
meetings.

Notable sustainability achievements during the year included Storebrand’s emissions reduction targets being approved by the
Science Based Targets initiative as consistent with levels required to meet the goals of the Paris Agreement. In July, Storebrand
was a signatory of the Finance for Biodiversity pledge involving 36 financial institutions representing over EUR 3.3 trillion of
assets that urged governments to ban deep-sea mining. In September, the Nature Action 100 collaborative initiative, of which
Storebrand is a founding partner, published a list of 100 companies for targeted engagement.

Storebrand was included in Corporate Knights” Global 100 list of the world’s most sustainable companies and ranked in the top
three percent of global insurers in the Dow Jones Sustainability Index comprising 3,400 of the world’s leading listed companies
working on sustainability. We were also short-listed for several industry awards in recognition of our sustainability activities,
including winning the ‘Emerging Markets Manager of the Year’ at both the LAPF (Local Authority Pension Fund) Investment
Awards and the Investment Week Sustainable Investment Awards.

Sustainability in SKAGEN

Engagement activities pertaining to the SKAGEN LUX Sub-Funds in 2023 consisted of 19 unique company engagements
covering 19 different engagement cases as we continued to engage with companies from around the world.

SKAGEN is a highly active manager, both in terms of how we invest and our approach to engaging with companies in order
to promote sustainable operations and conduct. Engagement activity in 2023 was higher than the prior year when SKAGEN
engaged with seven separate companies on seven different ESG cases. The engagement activity mirrored global investment
activity with dialogue being held with companies in Asia, North and South America, and Europe.

Environment-related engagements made up the largest category of ESG dialogues in 2023, representing 37% of all engagements,
with the focus on transition pathways and decarbonisation. Social-related ESG engagements made up 26% of dialogues and
centered on human rights. Governance-related ESG engagements made up 21% of dialogues and focused on topics that are
generally of importance to minority sharecholders such as Board quality and integrity. Multi-category dialogues made up the
remainder (16%) of engagements.

There were 176 voteable meetings at SKAGEN portfolio companies in 2023, with 2,182 voteable items on the agenda.
SKAGEN voted on 96% of these, 2% more than the previous year. Votes were cast in line with management recommendations
94% of the time, while 6% of votes were against management guidance on one or more items on the agenda. Full

In 2023, SKAGEN continued the implementation of the Sustainable Finance Disclosure Regulation (SFDR); all of SKAGEN’s
equity funds are categorised as Article 8 under the EU regulation. In light of the welcome and strict regulatory enforcement
and oversight of ESG practices in the finance industry, SKAGEN opted to view the SFDR as an opportunity to further improve
and expand its ESG integration strategy. The year was spent continuing developing this framework, including reaching 100%
coverage of our portfolio holdings with ESG factsheets. Hence, the ESG integration strategy was fully implemented during
2023. This will provide clients and stakeholders with greater transparency about SKAGEN’s ESG efforts, as well as deeper and
better company specific ESG insights with direct investment relevance.

STOREBRAND GLOBAL SOLUTIONS LUX Class A EUR Accumulation (LU1932656777)

STOREBRAND GLOBAL SOLUTIONS LUX lagged its benchmark, rising 14.6% in EUR versus a climb of 18.1% for the MSCI
All Country World Index with relative returns negatively impacted by weak performance among climate solutions companies
over the year, particularly in the renewable energy sector. At a stock level, NVIDIA, Crowdstrike and Palo Alto Networks were
the best contributors to absolute returns in 2023, while SolarEdge Technologies, Enphase Energy and Valmont Industries were
the largest detractors.

The fund closed the year with a portfolio of 67 holdings, with the top 10 representing 32% of assets and US listed companies
making up the largest country exposure at 59% of the fund. Information technology provides the largest sector concentration,
representing 31% of the portfolio, which remains fossil-free with zero energy exposure.

Alongside current market expectations that interest rates have likely peaked and will fall in 2024, the portfolio manager also

believes there are several potential positive drivers for both growth and renewable stocks. These include some of the key
takeaways from COP 28 where nearly 200 countries pledged to move away from fossil fuels, set ambitious goals for renewable
energy capacity and energy efficiency improvements struck climate finance agreements.

STOREBRAND GLOBAL ESG PLUS LUX Class A EUR Accumulation (LU1932669598)

STOREBRAND GLOBAL ESG PLUS LUX underperformed its benchmark, gaining 18.1% in EUR versus a rise of 19.6% for
the MSCI World Index.

In terms of category attribution, the fund’s avoidance of fossil fuel companies was the biggest positive contributor, adding
2.2% to relative performance. The Storebrand Standard exclusion list was also a positive factor, adding 0.8% in relative terms,
while the fund’s enhanced exclusion screen which avoids alcohol, gambling and weapons companies among others, added a
further 0.3%. The bulk of the fund (c. 88% of assets) tilted towards climate positive companies and high scoring ESG stocks
was the biggest category detractor, costing 2.0% in relative terms, while the ¢. 12% of the portfolio invested in climate solutions
companies detracted a further 1.7% on a relative basis.

At astock level, not owning Johnson & Johnson, Exxon Mobil and Chevron contributed most positively to relative returns, while
being underweight NVIDIA detracted most on a relative basis.

The fund entered 2024 with a portfolio of 687 holdings across developed markets with the top ten representing 21% of assets.
The largest sector exposure is to information technology (25%) while the United States (69%) represents the fund’s biggest
geographic exposure.

STOREBRAND EMERGING MARKETS ESG PLUS LUX, an emerging markets version of the strategy focusing on emerging
market equities, was launched as a Luxembourg-domiciled fund in December.

SKAGEN KON-TIKI LUX Class A EUR Accumulation (LU1932684985)

SKAGEN KON-TIKI LUX outperformed its benchmark over the year, climbing 8.8% in EUR versus a gain of 6.1% for the
MSCI Emerging Markets Index, largely thanks to successful stock selection.

Despite strong market headwinds, China provided SKAGEN KON-TIKI LUX’s two best performing companies. Energy
company Cnooc was the standout contributor with the fund’s largest holding delivering strong results and benefitting from
higher fuel prices, followed by Foxconn Industrial Internet with the tech company offering unique Al exposure as well as strong
growth and margin potential.

Ping An was the largest detractor as the Chinese insurer was weighed down by weak market sentiment and concerns over the
real estate sector in particular. Sibanye Stillwater was the second worst performer with the South African miner suffering from
sub-par operating results and lower prices for its key commodities, palladium and platinum.

The SKAGEN KON-TIKI LUX portfolio ended the year with 46 companies and the top ten representing 44% of assets. Korea
makes up the fund’s largest geographic concentration (25%) followed by China (24%) while financial services and information
technology (24% cach) are the biggest sector exposures.

Looking ahead, if consensus is correct about peaking rates, a weakening dollar and slowing relative US growth, then the portfolio
managers believe that this should be supportive for emerging market equites. Some major developing market central banks have
already pivoted ahead of the US, while valuations remain below long-term averages in contrast to developed markets.

They also believe that SKAGEN KON-TIKI LUX’s portfolio provides exposure to strong emerging market trends and themes,
while trading at almost half the price of the MSCI EM index despite strong quality characteristics. The portfolio is highly
diversified and constructed to perform well in various macro scenarios.

SKAGEN FOCUS LUX rose 18.2% in EUR for 2023 beating the MSCI All Country World Index (+18.1%), with the fund’s
relative performance particularly impressive given the substantial value headwinds caused by the dramatic rebound in US
technology and Al-related stocks during the year.

Focus was buoyed by M&A events during 2023 with the top three contributors all receiving attractive takeover offers. Japanese
staffing operator Pasona was the best performer thanks to a bidding war for its stake in Benefit One, followed by US container
leasing company Textainer which received a 46% bid premium from an infrastructure fund, and German powertrain producer
Vitesco Technologies that was bought out by its main owner Schaeffler at a 20% premium. All three positions subsequently
exited the fund after hitting their target prices.

Canfor Pulp was the weakest performer following a reduction in the Canadian forestry company’s production footprint that
structurally impaired normalised earnings power and saw it exit the portfolio. K+S was the second largest detractor with the
German potash producer hurt by lower prices from oversupply as Russian and Belarussian products increasingly found their way
to market through Asia. The portfolio managers believe the company remains undervalued and has a sufficiently strong balance
sheet to withstand a cyclical downturn.

The fund had 48 holdings at the start of the year with 79% of assets invested in small and mid-cap companies and 33% of the
portfolio concentrated in its ten largest holdings. Korean-listed companies make up the largest country representation at 17% of
the portfolio while materials provide the largest sector exposure at 27% of assets. Around a third (31%) of holdings have been
in the fund for less than one year and the managers believe the portfolio to have 69% weighted upside based on current target
prices.

The unusually large upside reflects a unique dislocation that the portfolio managers believe is happening in global equity markets
which is reflected in the wide valuation gap between large caps and small and mid-cap stocks. With inflation now coming down
and the Fed hinting towards a pivot, they believe that a normalised interest rate environment seems increasingly likely and
reduced cyclical pressures could act as a powerful re-rating driver for many of the currently discounted areas of the global equity
market.

SKAGEN GLOBAL LUX Class A EUR Accumulation (LU1932713917)

SKAGEN GLOBAL LUX underperformed the MSCI AC World Index during 2023, rising 13.0% in EUR versus a gain of 18.1%
for the benchmark, despite many of the fund’s holdings, which are typically characterised by strong fundamentals, envious
competitive positions, robust balance sheets and well-aligned management teams, delivering solid performance. SKAGEN
GLOBAL LUX outperformed the index in the fourth quarter as the market began to acknowledge the undervaluation in many of
its holdings, although it was not enough to close the gap in relative performance from earlier in the year.

The largest contributors to absolute performance were Microsoft and Alphabet (Google), holdings that the fund managers have
long argued are undervalued and which have been part of the portfolio for well over a decade. The pair benefitted from the hype
around Al, although unlike some of the other members of the Mag 7, both have proven business models and are not reliant on it
to grow. Moody’s was the third best contributor with the credit rating agency delivering impressive performance and benefiting
from the perception that bond issuance is set to increase as interest rates have likely peaked.

The biggest drag on performance in 2023 came from two holdings in the consumer staples sector which are feeling the after-
effects of the pandemic and together largely explain the entire relative underperformance for the fund. Dollar General, the US
discount retailer, has struggled as its lower income customers have cut spending in the face of persistent inflation while cosmetics
giant Estee Lauder has been hit by lower-than-expected sales in China as a result of the county’s slow economic recovery from
COVID. The portfolio managers believe that the companies’ share price declines were excessive and that there is ample scope
for both to recover.

SKAGEN GLOBAL LUX closed the year holding a portfolio of 31 holdings, with the top 10 representing 46% of the fund.
Financial services provide the largest sector representation at 35% of the portfolio, although this exposure is diversified
across insurance, consulting, credit rating and stock exchange sub-sectors. US listed companies make up the largest country
representation at 75% of assets (down from 79% at the start of the year), while the underlying revenues of the portfolio holdings
remain more geographically diverse than the place of listing.

The portfolio managers believe that the fund is attractively valued and contains estimated upside of 45% over a 2-3-year
investment horizon. With many market participants assuming positive economic developments and lower interest rates in 2024,
they caution that the equity market’s strong recent performance may falter if inflation fails to subside as quickly as hoped,
with some of the high-flying names in 2023 particularly vulnerable to a correction. The managers therefore believe a resilient
portfolio built bottom-up and ready for a wide variety of macro scenarios is prudent and Global’s portfolio composition is
intended to provide both offensive and defensive qualities while delivering attractive long-term returns.

SKAGEN m2 LUX Class A EUR Accumulation (LU1932721696)

SKAGEN m2 LUX delivered EUR gains of 8.8% in 2023 versus a rise of 4.9% for the MSCI All Country World Index Real
Estate IMI over the same period as global real estate markets experienced a tough year. Central banks across the globe continued
their tightening regime, leading to a challenging funding environment and lower transaction volumes, although conditions
improved in the final quarter as inflation eased and interest rate cuts came into view.

Self Storage Group was the fund’s standout contributor following the Norwegian company’s bid from TIAA at a 67% premium.
The holding had been a position in SKAGEN m2 LUX since 2017, demonstrating the fund managers’ patience and conviction.
LOG Commercial was the next best performer as the Brazilian logistics company announced several transactions at decent
valuations which demonstrated the attractiveness of its assets and allayed fears over its ability to deleverage.

ESR Group was the largest detractor with Asian property markets where the company operates among the weakest performers
in 2023, particularly Hong Kong where it is headquartered and listed. Compatriot CK Asset Holdings was also among the
weakest performers, impacted by a sluggish residential property market where transaction volumes were significantly down
and sentiment remains weak. The company is a defensive developer that remains cash rich and is well-placed to withstand the
challenging environment as well as take advantage of any good opportunities that arise.

SKAGEN m2 LUX entered 2024 with a portfolio of 32 holdings, with the top 10 representing 48% of the fund. US listed real
estate companies make up the largest country representation at 40% of the portfolio (versus 60% of the index).

The portfolio managers believe that the short-term outlook for listed real estate is more positive than it has been for some time.
Despite the year-end rally, valuations are still pricing in a lot of distress when the economic picture is improving. They believe
lower interest rates will ease financing costs and provide lots of exciting opportunities for long-term stock pickers like SKAGEN
m2 LUX.

The managers continue to focus on resilient companies in trend-driven subsegments that are mispriced, can perform in various
market conditions, have solid balance sheets and are well positioned if inflation proves to be sticky — an environment where
property still offers better protection than other asset classes.

Well-placed to navigate uncertain geopolitical outlook

Stock markets have been volatile in the opening few weeks of 2024 as inflation data has disappointed and the Middle East
conflict has escalated. With much of the world going to the polls this year, including the US where the election outcome could
be very close, it is highly likely that there will be further turbulence ahead.

As with the war in Ukraine, the market has so far largely shrugged-off the terrible events in Israel and Gaza. However, the
inflationary impact from the conflict spilling-over into shipping attacks in the Red Sea has again highlighted the fragility of both
global supply chains and hopes for a soft economic landing.

Investors’ belief that inflation is under control has been largely unshaken thus far although most now expect the US to start cutting
interest rates in May rather than March, according to Reuters. A more benign macro backdrop would certainly be supportive for
equities while many investors hope that stock performance will be influenced less by economic factors in 2024 and greater focus
will return to company earnings and fundamentals. However, with data in the new year showing how sticky inflation can be,
particularly in the final push towards central banks’ targets, this may be wishful thinking.

A postscript to the year-end rally is that valuations in developed markets are now above historic averages, particularly in the
US where headline multiples are skewed by the Mag 7. In Europe (notably the UK) and emerging markets (notably China)
valuations remain well below 30-year averages, while their relative discounts to US equities are at record highs and continue to
grow. Following the correction in 2023, multiples in areas like renewable energy also look attractive.

These significant pockets of opportunity combined with our Sub-Funds’ broad mandates and the widespread earnings growth
forecast for 2024, all provide reasons for optimism despite the uncertain geopolitical outlook. Our portfolio management teams
remain stable and are well-placed to continue delivering positive risk-adjusted returns for clients from the long-term opportunities
created by fragmented valuations and the ongoing green transition.

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Note 1 - General

STOREBRAND SICAV (the “Company”) is an umbrella investment company with variable capital (société d’investissement
a capital variable) incorporated under the form of a société anonyme in the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg. It qualifies as an
undertaking for collective investment in transferable securities (“UCITS”) under Part I of the 2010 Law, as amended. The
Company was incorporated for an unlimited period in Luxembourg on 18 April 2019.

The Company is registered with the Registre de Commerce et des Sociétés, Luxembourg (Luxembourg register of commerce
and companies) under number B 234.106. The Articles of Incorporation were deposited with the Registre de Commerce et des
Sociétés, Luxembourg and were published in the Recueil Electronique des Sociétés et Associations on 6 May 2019.

As an umbrella structure, the Company may operate separate Sub-Funds, each being distinguished among others by their specific
investment policy or any other specific feature as further detailed in the relevant Sub-Fund Particular. As at 31 December 2023,
the Company consisted of seven active Sub-Funds:

The Sub-Fund’s objective is to provide its Shareholders with long-term capital growth in Emerging Markets, through a model-
based portfolio of equities of companies, which are domiciled in, based in, or carry out the larger part of their business in
Emerging Markets, and with a high level of risk-diversification. The Sub-Fund is fossil free and has additional ESG criteria and
sustainability focus.

SKAGEN KON-TIKI LUX

The Sub-Fund’s objective is to provide its Shareholders with the best possible return for the risk taken by the Sub-Fund, through
an actively managed portfolio of shares in companies listed in Emerging Markets or in companies that have operations in or
aimed towards Emerging Markets (i.e. countries not included in the MSCI Developed Market Series).

SKAGEN FOCUS LUX

The Sub-Fund’s objective is to provide its Shareholders with the best possible long term risk adjusted return, through an actively
managed concentrated portfolio of global equities.

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Note 2 - Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

The principal accounting policies applied in the preparation of these financial statements are set out below. These policies have
been consistently applied, unless otherwise stated.

(a) Presentation of the Financial Statements

The combined financial statements (Statement of Net Assets and Statement of Operations and Changes in Net Assets) are the
arithmetic sum of the financial statements of all Sub-Funds as at 31 December 2023.

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Luxembourg regulations relating to Undertakings for Collective
Investment (“UCI”) on a going concern basis and are compliant with the Luxembourg legal and regulatory requirements relating
to the preparation of financial statements.

The reference currency of the Company are expressed in EUR and all the financial statements of the Company are presented in
EUR.

The Company makes estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities in the next financial
year. Estimates and judgments are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and other factors, including
expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances. Judgments were made in valuing the
suspended asset as at 31 December 2023, as referred in Note 2(b).

This report is presented on the basis of the latest Net Asset Value (“NAV”) calculated during the financial year (i.e. 29 December
2023).

(b) Valuation of Investments, Assets and Liabilities

The value of securities (including a share or unit in a closed-ended undertaking for collective investment and in an exchange
traded fund) and/or financial derivative instruments which are listed and with a price quoted on any official stock exchange or
traded on any other organised market at the closing price. Where such securities or other assets are quoted or dealt in or on more
than one stock exchange or other organised markets, the Board of Directors shall select the principal of such stock exchanges or
markets for such purposes.

The shares or units in undertakings for collective investment the issue or redemption of which is restricted and in respect of which
a secondary market is maintained by dealers who, as principal market-makers, offer prices in response to market conditions may
be valued by the Board of Directors in line with such prices.

The value of any cash on hand or on deposit, bills and demand notes and accounts receivable, prepaid expenses, cash dividends
and interest declared or accrued as aforesaid and not yet received shall be deemed to be the full amount thereof, unless in any
case the same is unlikely to be paid or received in full, in which case the value thereof shall be arrived at after making such
discount as the Board of Directors may consider appropriate in such case to reflect the true value thereof.

Forward foreign exchange contracts are valued at market value based on the forward rate prevailing on the valuation date of the
assets. There are no outstanding forward foreign exchange contracts as at 31 December 2023.

The value of any security or other asset which is dealt principally on a market made among professional dealers and institutional
investors shall be determined by reference to the last available price.

Securities sold receivable and Securities purchased payable have been contracted for but not yet delivered by the year end. These
amounts are recognised at market value.

In February 2022, a number of countries (including the US, UK and members of EU) imposed sanctions against certain entities
and individuals in Russia as a result of the official recognition of the Donetsk People Republic and Lugansk People Republic
by the Russian Federation. Announcements of potential additional sanctions have been made following military operations
initiated by Russia against the Ukraine on 24 February 2022. The situation, together with growing turmoil from fluctuations
in commodity prices and foreign exchange rates, and the potential to adversely impact global economies, has driven a sharp
increase in volatility across markets.
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Note 2 - Summary of Significant Accounting Policies (continued)
(b) Valuation of Investments, Assets and Liabilities (continued)

Although neither the Company’s and any of its Sub-Funds’ performance and going concern nor its operations, at the date of this
report, have been significantly impacted by the above, the Board of Directors continues to monitor the evolving situation and its
impact on the financial position of the Company and any of its Sub-Funds.

In the event that the calculation methods are inappropriate or misleading, the Board of Directors may adopt to the extent such
valuation principles are in the best interests of the Sharcholders any other appropriate valuation principles for the assets of the
Company; and in circumstances where the interests of the Company or its Sharcholders so justify, the Board of Directors may
take any appropriate measures, such as applying a fair value pricing methodology to adjust the value of the Company’s assets.

There are inherent limitations in any estimation technique. Therefore, the values presented herein are not necessarily indicative
of the amount that the Company could realise in a current transaction. Future events could affect the estimates of fair value
and could be material to the financial statements. These events could also affect the amount realised upon liquidation of the
investments.

As at 31 December 2023, a fair value pricing methodology was applied to the Russian securities held by SKAGEN KON-TIKI
LUX which may result to a variance between the fair value and the potential realisable value.

(c) Financial Derivative Instruments

Each Sub-Fund may invest in financial derivative instruments for hedging purposes, investment purposes or efficient portfolio
management purposes. Financial derivative instruments may include, but are not limited to, futures, forward foreign currency
contracts, options, swaps (including, but not limited to, total return swaps, credit and credit-default, interest rate and inflation
swaps), and swaptions.

(d) Interest Income and Dividend Income

Interest income is recognised on an accrual basis and reflected in the Statement of Operations and Changes in Net Assets. It
consists of interest income from cash and cash equivalents.

Dividend income is recognised on ex-dividend date and is shown net of withholding tax.

(e) Distributions

The Directors may issue distribution and capital-accumulation Shares.

i) Capital-accumulation Shares do not pay any dividends.

i) The distribution policy of the distribution Shares can be summarised as follows:
Distribution of dividends may be made out of investment income, capital gains and/or capital.

Dividends are declared by the relevant Shareholders at the annual general meeting of Shareholders or any other Shareholder
meeting. During the course of a financial year, the Board of Directors may declare interim dividends in respect of certain Sub-
Funds or distribution Shares.

(f) Cash at bank
Cash at bank includes cash on hand and deposits held at call with banks.
(g) Transaction Costs

Transaction costs are costs incurred to acquire financial assets or liabilities at market value through profit or loss. They include
fees and commissions paid to agents, advisers, brokers and dealers. Transaction costs for the year ended 31 December 2023 are
disclosed in Note 4.

(h) Foreign Currency Translation
The accounting records of the Company are maintained in EUR being the reference currency of the Company.

Income and expenses in currencies other than the reference currency of each Sub-Fund were converted into the reference
currency at the foreign exchange rates ruling at the transaction date.

The acquisition cost of investments expressed in currencies other than the reference currency of each Sub-Fund is converted into
the reference currency at the foreign exchange rates prevailing at the date of acquisition.

Transactions and Balances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the base currency using the exchange rates prevailing on the dates of the
transactions. Foreign currency assets and liabilities are translated into the base currency using the exchange rate prevailing at the
Statement of Net Assets date.

Foreign exchange gains and losses arising from translation are included in the Statement of Operations and Changes in Net
Assets.

(i) Swing Pricing

The costs associated with dealing in Shares as a result of Shareholder subscriptions and redemptions may adversely impact the
value of a Sub-Fund’s assets. In order to (i) prevent this adverse effect, called “dilution”, on existing or remaining Shareholders
and therefore protect their interests, (ii) more equitably allocate the costs associated with investor trading activity to those
investors transacting on the relevant trade date; (iii) reduce the impact of the Sub-Funds’ performance from trading transactions
costs and (iv) deter frequent trading activity, the Sub-Funds may apply “Partial Swing pricing” as part of their valuation policy.
The Board of Directors has implemented a swing pricing policy and the Investment Manager has established specific operational
procedures governing the day-to-day application of the swing pricing mechanism. The applicable swing factor is determined by
the relevant Investment Manager on the basis of the below mentioned factors and is then approved by the Board of Directors.
The swing factor is reviewed by the Investment Manager and updated on a quarterly basis.
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Note 2 - Summary of Significant Accounting Policies (continued)
(i) Swing Pricing (continued)

The “Partial Swing Pricing” allows for the Net Asset Value to be adjusted upwards or downwards by a “Swing Factor” which may
not exceed 2% of the Net Asset Value, if, on any Valuation Day, the net subscriptions or net redemptions in a Sub-Fund exceed
a “Swing Threshold”, as set by the Board of Directors from time to time upon proposal by the relevant Investment Manager and
determined on the basis of elements as disclosed in the Company’s swing pricing policy (e.g. the size of the relevant Sub-Fund,
the type and liquidity of positions in which the Sub-Fund invests, etc.).

The Net Asset Value will normally be adjusted in the following circumstances:

(A) on a Sub-Fund experiencing levels of net subscriptions (i.e. subscriptions are greater in value than redemptions) in excess of
the Swing Threshold, the Net Asset Value will be adjusted upwards by the current Swing Factor;

(B) on a Sub-Fund experiencing levels of net redemptions (i.e. redemptions are greater in value than subscriptions) in excess of
the Swing Threshold, the Net Asset Value will be adjusted downwards by the current Swing Factor;

(C) in any other case where the Directors are of the opinion that it is in the interests of existing/remaining Shareholders that the
Net Asset Value be adjusted.

The decision to swing is based on the overall net-flows into a Sub-Fund, not per share class. The swing pricing adjustments aim
to protect the overall performance of Sub-Funds, to the benefit of existing investors.

Unless described otherwise in the relevant Sub-Fund Particulars, Partial Swing Pricing will be applied for all the Sub-Funds
and is applied on the capital activity at the level of a Sub-Fund. It does therefore not address the specific circumstances of each
individual investor transaction.

The Board of Directors retain the right to suspend the application of the swing pricing mechanism upon those specific Net Asset
Value dates when they consider that its application is not the most appropriate approach when taking into consideration the
circumstances surrounding particular investor trading activity.

Performance fees (if any) will be charged on the basis of the unswung Net Asset Value.

The Management Company is responsible
for providing investment management services, administration services and distribution services.

The Management Company is entitled to receive a management company fee of up to 0.035% per annum of the applicable Net
Asset Value per Share Class. This fee is accrued on each Valuation Day and payable monthly in arrears out of the assets of the

relevant Sub-Fund.
(b) Investment Management Fees

Storebrand Asset Management AS and SKAGEN AS have been appointed as Investment Managers pursuant to the Investment
Management Agreement effective from 18 April 2019. The Storebrand Asset Management AS was merged with the Skagen
AS with effect on 24 November 2023 to create a new entity, denominated Begrom AS having its registered office at P.O. Box
160 Stavanger N-4001, Norway, regulated and subject to prudential supervision by Finanstilsynet, the Norwegian supervisory
authority. The management team of the Skagen AS was transferred to Begrom AS, which also changed its name to Skagen AS.
Storebrand Asset Management AS became the new investment manager of Sub-Funds SKAGEN KON-TIKI LUX, SKAGEN
FOCUS LUX, SKAGEN GLOBAL LUX and SKAGEN m2 LUX and then sub-delegated the portfolio management of these
Sub-Funds to Skagen AS which was appointed as Sub-Investment Manager.

The Investment Manager is entitled to receive an annual investment management fee from the Company expressed as a percentage
of the net assets of the relevant Class. This fee is accrued on each Valuation Day and payable monthly in arrears. The Investment
Manager may pay part of or all its fee to Sub-Investment Managers, as the Investment Manager may determine in its absolute

discretion.

The Investment Manager may from time to time, and at its sole discretion, and out of its own resources decide to rebate all or
a portion of the expenses paid by the Company to other counterparties. Such reimbursements are disclosed in the Statement of
Operations and Changes in Net Assets.

(c) Performance Fees

The Investment Manager and/or the Sub-Investment Manager may also be entitled to receive a performance fee, which shall be
accrued in respect of the Shares of each Class which are subject to a Performance Fee in issue during a Performance Fee Period.
Such Performance Fee is accrued daily and calculated based on a daily return but will only become payable at the end of the
relevant Performance Fee Period or pro rata upon redemption of the Shares.

A Performance Fee accrual is calculated on a daily basis at the rate reflected for each Class of the daily return of the Sub-Fund
above the Benchmark. If the daily return of the Sub-Fund is below the daily Benchmark return, such underperformance will
be offset against the Performance Fee accrual, if any, for that Performance Fee Period. To the extent that no Performance Fee
is accrued during a Performance Fee Period, the corresponding underperformance (the “Underperformance Carry Forward”)
shall offset any subsequent Performance Fee accruals during the next Performance Fee Period so that the Investment Manager
shall not be entitled to a Performance Fee until such Underperformance Carry Forward is offset by subsequent Performance Fee
accruals.

In the event of a subscription of Shares prior to the end of a Performance Fee Period, the total amount of the Performance Fee
accrual will not be affected by such subscription. However, the Performance Fee accrual per Share will be diluted to reflect the
increase in the number of Shares outstanding. A subscription of Shares will have a corresponding effect on the Underperformance
Carry Forward per Share.

In the event of a redemption of Shares prior to the end of a Performance Fee Period, if there is a Performance Fee accrual, such
reduction will equal the amount of accrued Performance Fee crystallised. If the performance was negative, such redemption will
have a similar effect and reduce, pro rata, the Underperformance Carry Forward.

At the end of the Performance Fee Period and in the event that a Performance Fee is payable, the accrued Performance Fee is
‘crystallised’ and the Performance Fee accrual is reset to 0. Such crystallised Performance Fee shall be payable to the Investment
Manager in arrears within 14 days of the end of each Performance Fee Period.

A Performance Fee cap for the relevant Class, based on the average Net Asset Value, is applied to the Performance Fee which
means that any Performance Fee that is payable cannot exceed the cap indicated for the relevant Class.

The benchmarks for the purpose of this Performance Fee calculation are:

(e) Depositary Fees

Northern Trust Global Services SE has been appointed as Depositary pursuant to a Depositary Agreement effective from 3 May
2019.

The Depositary is entrusted with the safekeeping of the Company’s assets. All financial instruments that can be held in custody
are registered in the Depositary’s books within segregated accounts, opened in the name of the Company, in respect of each Sub-
Fund, as the case may be. For other assets than financial instruments and cash, the Depositary must verify the ownership of such
assets by the Company in respect of each Sub-Fund, as the case may be.

The depositary fee consists of both a custody and fiduciary service element. The custody element relates to the fees charged
for the financial instrument asset safekeeping and transactional charges. The safekeeping charges are applied as a percentage of
the market value of the underlying investments held in custody. The transactional charges are based on the number and type of
transactions. The fees vary from market to market. The fiduciary element relates to the oversight obligations conducted by the
Depositary based upon the relevant legal and regulatory obligations applicable to the Company.

The depositary fee is calculated as a percentage of each Sub-Fund’s Net Asset Value. The maximum annual depositary fee
payable will not exceed 0.01% of the Net Asset Value, but a minimum of EUR 20,000 is charged per annum/per Sub-Fund. A
minimum annual Global Custody fee of EUR 10,000 will be charged per Sub-Fund.

(f) Tax

The Company is not subject to taxation in Luxembourg on its income, profits or gains.

The Company is not subject to net wealth tax in Luxembourg.

No stamp duty, capital duty or other tax is payable in Luxembourg upon the issue of the Shares of the Company.

The Sub-Funds are subject to a subscription tax (taxe d’abonnement) levied at the rate of 0.05% per annum based on their Net
Asset Value at the end of the relevant quarter, calculated and paid quarterly.

A reduced subscription tax rate of 0.01% per annum is however applicable to any Sub-Fund that is authorised as money market
fund in accordance with Regulation (EU) 2017/1131 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 14 June 2017 on money
market funds, hereinafter “Regulation (EU) 2017/1131”, without prejudice to Article 175, letter b) of the 2010 Law. A reduced
subscription tax rate of 0.01% per annum is also applicable to any Sub-Fund or Class provided that their shares are only held by
one or more institutional investors within the meaning of article 174 of the 2010 Law.

Interest and dividend income received by the Company may be subject to non-recoverable withholding tax in the source countries.
(g) Capital Gains Tax

Capital transactions may be subject to capital gains and other taxes in different countries where a Sub-Fund invests. During the
year ended 31 December 2023, the STOREBRAND EMERGING MARKETS ESG PLUS LUX incurred Indian capital gains
tax of EUR 77,832 and was accrued as at year-end.

Directors’ Fees

The Company shall pay an annual fee of EUR 25,000 per independent director, payable quarterly in advance, covering 4 board
meetings per annum. Additional Board meetings will incur a fee of EUR 1,000 per meeting. The independent directors are
entitled to receive Directors’ fees being subject to a 20% withholding tax.

Distribution Fees

With the consent of the Company, the Management Company has appointed Storebrand Asset Management AS as global
distributor under the terms of the Global Distribution Agreement.

Audit Fees, Legal Fees and Other Charges

The Company pays all brokerage and any other fees arising from transactions involving securities in the Company’s portfolio,
clearing, taxes and governmental duties and charges payable by the Company, and fees and expenses involved in registering
and maintaining the authorisation in Luxembourg and elsewhere and the listing of the Company’s shares (where applicable),
any fees and charges payable to fund distribution platforms, paying agents’ cost and expenses for subscriptions to professional
associations and other organisations in Luxembourg or in other jurisdiction where it may be registered for offer of its Shares,
which the Company will decide to join in its own interest and in that of its Sharcholders, the costs related to tax reporting in
any relevant jurisdiction, the cost of publication of prices and costs relating to distribution of dividends, the remuneration of
the Directors, if any, and their reasonable out-of-pocket expenses and its other operating expenses such as accounting and
pricing costs, expenses for legal, auditing, service provider costs and remuneration and other professional services relating
to the management of the Company and of its Sub-Funds, costs of printing, translating, and publishing information for the
Shareholders and in particular the costs of printing, translating and distributing the periodic reports, as well as the Prospectuses,
UCITS KIIDs and PRIIP KIDs, litigation and other recurring or non-recurring expenses.

Any extraordinary expenses including, without limitation, litigation expenses and the full amount of any tax, levy, duty or similar
charge and any unforeseen charges imposed on the Company or its assets will be borne by the Company.

Our shareholder engagement includes, among other things, voting at general meetings and dialogues with
the portfolio companies. The dialogue work can be carried out in-house or in collaboration with other
actors.

Therefore, the comments in this report is based on a financial product with similar
mandate which has been operated throughout the full year of 2023.

The financial product also has excluded investments in companies with activities linked to
prohibited weapons, nuclear weapons, weapons and munitions, alcohol, tobacco, cannabis, pornography and
commercial gambling as well by opting out of companies that violate international norms and
conventions related to human rights and labor law.

During the year, the Investment Manager has continuously taken into account negative impacts on
sustainability factors in investment decisions in order to avoid investments in companies with an
unacceptable risk of negative consequences and to select companies that manage sustainability risks in a
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good way. The financial product applies our method of integrating sustainability factors into its
management; Opt-in, Opt-out, and Influence.

All companies in the financial product have undergone Storebrand's DNSH test, which means; 1. A
screening of companies to identify which ones violate our exclusion criteria and exceed established
thresholds. The exclusion review consists of three parts: a) norm-based exclusions, b) product-based
exclusions, and c) government bond exclusions. 2. Screening of selected PAI indicators, indicators of
adverse impacts. Companies that do not pass the screening do not qualify as sustainable investments and
the fund does not invest in these. Through dialogue and active corporate governance, the Investment
Manager influences companies to manage their sustainability risks and potential principal adverse
impacts on sustainability factors.

The Investment Manager has also taken negative consequences into account through active advocacy
through dialogues and by voting at general meetings. By integrating sustainability risk ratings into the
investment decision to invest more in companies with low sustainability risk and less in companies with
high sustainability risk.

How were the indicators for adverse impacts on sustainability factors taken into account? The

Investment Manager consider principal adverse impacts on sustainability factors (PAls).

Storebrand's method is to identify negative impacts for sustainability factors with a proprietary traffic light
system where potential negative impacts are identified and analyzed. In 2023, we have further developed
our PAI traffic light system where we flag companies as Red, Yellow or Green on each PAI indicator.

By the end of the year, the flag scores have been calculated and thresholds have been set for PAI 3 -
greenhouse gas intensity, 4 - fossil fuels, 10 - violations of the UNGC and OECD, 13 - gender balance on
boards, 14 - controversial weapons and 15 - deforestation. For the rest of the PAI, when we see that the
data quality and coverage improves, we will evaluate them and calculate flag scores and incorporate
them into our traffic light system.

These flags are calculated on a monthly basis and are calculated based on a sector-based materiality
analysis, due to the fact that some PAl indicators are more or less relevant/material for different sectors.
For example, carbon intensity is considered to be more material and material for commodity, energy
and industrial companies, so companies that have a carbon intensity that is higher than the sector
average will be red-flagged.
