Swisscanto (CH) Index Commodity Fund NT USD is a unit class of the subfund Swisscanto (CH) Index Commodity Fund (hereinafter "fund"), a
subfund in the umbrella fund Swisscanto (CH) Index Fund V. The fund is managed by Swisscanto Fund Management Company Ltd., Zurich.

Objectives and investment policy

The investment objective of the fund is to replicate the risk
and return characteristics of the reference index.

Important features:

The fund primarily invests in derivatives that relate to the
reference index, in money market instruments and deposits
denominated in US dollars (USD) or other convertible
currencies, and in units or shares of other collective
investment schemes that relate to the reference index.

The investments in this fund are made in line with the
following index: Bloomberg Commodity Index TR.

Derivatives may be used for achieving the investment
objective.

Fund units are issued and redeemed basically on every bank
business day in Switzerland.

Earnings and profits of the unit class are not distributed, but
reinvested.
