What is this product?

Type

The product is a share of the sub-fund Global Allocation Extended Fund (the
"fund") which is part of the T. Rowe Price Funds SICAV (the "Umbrella
Fund"), an open-ended investment company with variable capital (société
d'investissement a capital variable) of the umbrella type, is governed by Part
| of the Luxembourg law of 17th December, 2010, as amended ("2010 Law"),
and thus qualifies as a UCITS.

Term

This fund does not have a maturity date. The manufacturer is entitled to
terminate the PRIIP unilaterally, in the case of a full liquidation of the sub-
fund. While the manufacturer is entitled to terminate the PRIIP unilaterally, it
would not do so without due cause. One likely scenario is where the majority
of a fund's investors redeem, rendering the fund uneconomic in size and
needing to be wound up to protect the remaining shareholders' interests.
Objectives

To maximise the value of its shares, over the long term, through both growth
in the value of, and income from, its investments.

Portfolio Securities: The fund is actively managed and invests mainly in a
diversified portfolio of bonds, shares and other investments, from issuers
around the world, including emerging markets.

The fund may use derivatives for hedging, efficient portfolio management
and investment purposes. The fund may also use derivatives to create
synthetic short positions in currencies, debt securities and equities. The fund
may invest more than 10% of the net assets in other collective investment
schemes.

Investment Process: The investment manager employs an active asset
allocation strategy to select sub-investment strategies, which undertake
fundamental research to select individual investments. The investment
manager seeks to add value through active portfolio management by
allocating the fund's assets across various sub-investment strategies based
on its assessment of global economic and market conditions, interest rate
movements, industry and issuer conditions and business cycles and other
relevant factors.

Through the implementation of the active asset allocation strategy, the
investment manager places a strong emphasis on risk management
practices and portfolio diversification to manage the overall risk profile of the
fund.

Each sub-investment strategy incorporates the assessment of
environmental, social and governance ("ESG") factors with particular focus
on those considered most likely to have a material impact on the
performance of the holdings or potential holdings in each sub-investment
strategy's portfolio. These ESG factors, which are incorporated into the
investment process alongside financials, valuation, macro-economics and
other factors, are components of the investment decisions at the level of the
selected sub-investment strategies. Consequently, ESG factors are not the
sole driver of an investment decision but are instead one of several important
inputs considered during investment analysis.

What are the risks and what could | get in return?

The fund may have exposure to certain asset classes or financial
instruments where ESG factors are not considered as part of the investment
decision-making process due to the type or nature of those financial
instruments or asset classes.

In the event of the insolvency of the Manager, the fund's assets in the safekeeping of the
depositary will not be affected. However, in the event of the depositary's insolvency, or someone acting on its behalf, the fund may suffer a financial loss.
